These factors 
include positioning the radiator in the coldest part of 
the room, where it is most effective (under window for 
example). Barriers should be avoided that prevent the 
heat like drapes and bed headboards, and a radiator 
should be included in every room and on landings of 
multi-storey homes. When designed correctly, often 
a system will be capable of achieving a higher than 
recommended energy output, even at extremely low 
outside temperatures. Our system design engineers 
will determine the radiator types and sizes required to 
heat your home. To extend the life of your system and 
prevent corrosion, a Fernox inhibitor should be use for 
protection.
